1 STATUS AND NATURE OF BUSINESS

Ghazanfar Bank ("the Bank") is a commercial Bank incorporated under the Banking Laws of Afghanistan. The
registered office of the Bank is located at Wazir Akbar Khan, Sher Pur, District 10, Kabul, Afghanistan.

The Bank obtained business license from Afghanistan Ministry of Commerce and industries bearing license no: D-
29098 is registered as a limited liability company. The bank commenced its operations on 01 March 2009 under the
license for commercial banking issued by the Da Afghanistan Bank (DAB) under the Law of Banking in Afghanistan.
Currently, the Bank is being operated with Fifteen branches with Islamic Banking operations (2024: Fifteen branches
with Islamic banking operations) in different provinces of Afghanistan.

This condensed interim financial information for the period ended September 30, 2025 (including comparatives)
have been approved and authorized for issue by the Board of Supervisors on _g4 = Nay , 2025.

2 STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

2.1 This condensed interim financial information of the Bank for the six months period ended 30 Sep 2025 has been
prepared in accordance with the requirements of the International Accounting Standard 34 -" Interim Financial
Reporting" and the Law of Banking in Afghanistan and other laws and regulations issued by Da Afghanistan Bank.
Whenever the requirement of the Law of Banking in Afghanistan differs with the requirements of the IAS 34, the
requirement of the Law of Banking in Afghanistan and other laws and regulations issued by Da Afghanistan Bank
takes precedence.

2.2 The disclosures made in this condensed interim financial information have been limited based on the format
prescribed by the International Accounting Standard (IAS) 34, 'Interim Financial Reporting' and do not include all
the information required in the annual financial statements. Accordingly, this condensed interim financial information
should be read in conjunction with the annual financial statements of the Bank for the year ended 31 December
2024,

2.3 Comparative statement of financial position is extracted from the annual financial statements as at 31 December
2024 whereas comparative statement of comprehensive income, statement of changes in equity and statement of
cash flows have been taken from un-audited condensed interim financial statements for the nine months period
ended 30 September 2024.

Standards, interpretations and amendments to published approved accounting standards that are
effective in the current period

There are certain new and amended standards and interpretations that are mandatory for the Bank's accounting
periods beginning on or after 1 January 2025 but are considered not to be relevant or do not have any significant
effect on the Bank's operations.

3 ACCOUNTING POLICIES

3.1 The accounting policies adopted in preparation of this condensed interim financial information are consistent with
those followed in the preparation of the annual financial statements of the Bank for the year ended 31 December
2024. Except for property and equipment the bank has changed accounting policy from cost model to revaluation
model effective from 17 May 2025.

3.2 The estimates / judgments assumptions used in the preparation of this condensed interim financial information is
consistent with those applied in the preparation of the annual financial statements of the Bank for the year ended 31
December 2024.

3.3 The financial risk management policies and procedures are the same as those disclosed in annual financial

CAPITAL MANAGEMENT
Regulatory capital

Da Afghanistan Bank (DAB) sets and monitors capital requirements for all Banks. Bank is required to maintain at all
times the paid up capital plus reserves in excess of Afs 1 billion and regulatory capital to be 12% of the risk
weighted assets. The capital adequacy of the Bank is assessed in two tiers as per regulations of the DAB.

Tier 1 or core capital, consisting of the highest quality capital elements that fully meet all the essential characteristics
of capital; to be 6% of risk weighted assets.

Tier 2 or supplementary capital, which includes other instruments which, to a varying degree, fall short of the quality
of Tier 1 capital, but nonetheless contribute to the overall strength of a bank as a going concern.

Regulatory capital is the sum of Tier 1 and Tier 2 capital and Tier 2 capital cannot exceed amount of Tier 1 capital.
The Bank complies with these regulations.
